In this installment of Safety First!, we 
turn our attention to the perils of Thanks-
giving and the Holiday Season. 

Yes, yes: When riding in the cold, it is 
important to dress warmly and in layers 
so that you protect yourself from the 
cold, yet give yourself the ability to re-
move layers when you become too 
warm.  

Yes, also, to practicing your scanning 
and analysis skill to watch out for all the 
additional drunks and distracted drivers 
that pop on the scene this time of year.  

And, yeah, being aware of road condi-
tions and adjusting your ride to accom-
modate them. All important, true.

American Legion Riders On The Road…    The Year Of Riding In Review   
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Leftover turkey is clearly the zuc-
chini of the Holiday season (ever 
grow zucchini and then try to deal 
with the 250 metric tons of it that 
comes from a single vine?).  And 
man does not live on turkey alone! 
No! Gravy is absolutely required 
and Brussels sprouts, yams, mashed 
potatoes, and cranberry sauce come 
highly recommended; however, 
these sides are in short supply after 
the feed! I am firm in my belief that 
the turkey itself consumes these 
items as it grows to the sun-
blocking voluminous heap of meat 
that ends up in the fridge. 

The world’s only hope against this 
scourge is the coordinated creation 
of Pat’s Turkey Noodle Soup. It is 
the only known defense against the 
wanton massacre of valuable beer 
space in the fridge.  

Specialized equipment is required: a 
large pot, and a really big spoon. 
First, take all of those bones and the 
skin, throw them into your pot, and 
add a teaspoon or so of salt, another 
of minced garlic (keeps it from 
coming back to life), and about a 
half teaspoon of black pepper. Toss 
in a half teaspoon of your favorite 
poultry seasoning mix. Now, top 
that puppy up with water, and bring 
to a boil. Reduce the heat, and let it 
cook down for hours and hours. 

(Continued from page 1) Add water and cook down as often 
as you please—the more time in the 
pot, the better the stock. Careful not 
to let it cook out of water as it will 
burn and be ruined quickly! Strain 
the skin and bones from the pot and 
chuck ‘em out. Set the pot in the 
fridge, if there’s room around all of 
that leftover turkey. It should set up 
to a nice jello-like jelly.  This will 
be the basis for your leftover-
annihilating soup. 

Now, get that big ol’  pot of stock 
out of the fridge, and top it up with 
water. Stir it up to get the stock off 
the bottom, and start heating it up. 
While that’s going on, peel and 
slice some carrots and toss them in. 
Same for some stalks of celery. Peel 
and wedge two big yellow onions 
and toss them in, too. Add about a 
tablespoon of dry parsley, some 
minced garlic, about a 1/4 cup of 
lemon juice, and a few splashes of 
tobasco sauce. Once you have a 
nice rolling boil, dip some out and 
taste it. Add more salt if neces-
sary—or, if you prefer, chicken 
bouillon. 

While the broth is boiling, wrestle a 
few garbage bags of leftover turkey 
out of the fridge, and cut it into bite 
size pieces. The white meat is best 
for the soup; save the dark meat for 
sandwiches and casseroles. 

Safety First! (cont) 
Toss your chunks of meat into the 
soup with a handful or two of wide 
egg noodles. Cook until the noodles 
are tender, and serve hot. 

Ahh! Now, doesn’ t the world seem 
a safer place now that those left-
overs have been dealt with?
